Factory Stock Class Criteria

The Factory Stock classes are designed for the owner of any vehicle whose objecrive is to maintain the vehicle in its original
condition. The vehicle should reflect what would have been found in a dealer’s showroom when sold new, including any
authorized dealer options. The vehicle will be judged on originality, condition, and cleanliness. Your vehicle must have
zero modifications points to be cligible for entry in a Factory Stock class. Entry in Factory Stock classes is by pre-registration
only. Vehicles which meet the Facrory Stock eriteria can be entered in FACTORY STOCK or PERSONALIZED classes.

Important: Please vead the criteria below, and enter the class that is appropriate fin: your Mustang. It is your vesponsibility to vegis-
ter your Mustang in the proper category and class. Any Mustangs entered in Factory Stock classes, which do not meet the critevia be-
low, may be disqualified. The Chicf Judge’s decisions are final,

These critevia ave provided as general guidelines only and may not include all of the allowable or non-allowable exceptions. The final
determination reqarding qualification to enter the Factory Stock classes will be made by the designated judging vepresentative, based
on the common club guidelines.
